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To make fabric bowls and doilies

Materials:

Good Cotton Fabric

Thick iron-on stiffening or thick stiffening

Thick and medium tear away stabilizer

Magic Tape or Temporary Fabric Adhesive

Note:  Onc color  is used throughout the entire design.  The color  changes are there 
to stop the machine for  the different stages.

For the Bowl:

Hoop a single layer of thick tear away stabilizer. 
 Cut a piece of cotton fabric 6" x 8".  Mark the 
centre of the fabric. 

For the Doily: 

Hoop a single layer of medium tear away 
stabilizer.  Cut a piece of cotton fabric 6" x 8" . 
 Mark the centre of the fabric.

For Bowl and Doily:

Centre fabric according to design.
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For Bowl and Doily:

Use Magic Tape to tape the cotton fabric into 
place. You can use temporary adhesive spray 
instead if preferred.

For Bowl and Doily:

Stitch out design until the last three colour 
changes.  Take hoop out of machine.
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For Bowl and Doily:

Turn hoop over so that the underside of the design 
is facing up.

For Bowl:

Cut a piece of thick stiffening and another piece 
of cotton fabric  6" x 8".  (If using iron-on 
stiffening, iron it onto the fabric)  Using Magic 
Tape, tape the stiffening to the back of the hoop. 
 Temporary adhesive spray can be used if 
preffered.

For the Bowl:

Tape the cotton fabric on top of the stiffening. If 
iron-on stiffening is used, tape the cotton fabric 
with the iron-on stiffening to the back of the 
hoop.  Temporary adhesive spray can be used if 
preffered.

For the Doily:

Cut a piece of cotton fabric 6" x 8" and using 
Magic Tape, tape it to the back of the hoop. 
 Temporary adhesive spray can be used if 
preffered.
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For Bowl and Doily:

Put hoop back into embroidery machine and stitch 
out the next colour change.  This is a running 
stitch.  Take the hoop out of the machine, leaving 
the embroidery in the hoop.  Carefully trim away 
the fabric around the design, both front and back. 
 Put hoop back into the embroidery machine. 
 Stitch out the last two color changes of the 
design.

Putting the bowl and doily together.

For the Bowl:

Stitch out 5 bowl side pieces and 1 bowl base. 
 Using a wide zig-zag stitch of about 4.5mm - 
5mm and matching thread, stitch the side pieces 
of the bowl to the bowl base.  Then stitch the side 
pieces together.

For the Doily:  

Stitche out 8 doily panel pieces and 1 doily centre 
piece.  Using a wide zig-zag stitch of about 4.5 
mm - 5mm and matching thread, stitch the panel 
pieces to the doily centre.  Then stitch the panel 
sides together.
