NEEDLE - LACE  FESTIVE TREE

Materials:

Embroidery thread - One colour plus a Metallic 
thread ( I used Marathon Rayon) 

Water soluble Vilene

Hoop size 5 x 7

Method:

1.  Hoop 2 layers of Vilene.  It must be taut like 
a drum.  Stitch out all the required pieces for 
your cloth. 

2.  When done, wash all the pieces in warm 
water to remove the Vilene.  Lay out on a towel 
to dry.

3.  Cut a piece of fabric - mine was 29and a half 
inches by 19 inches (75cm x 49cm).  Preferably 
use a fabric that does not fray - it will make the 
finish a lot easier.

4.  When all the pieces are dry start laying them 
out on the fabric in the order of your design. 
 Firstly get the order correct.  All the pieces 
must touch each other but must not overlap. 
 You can the pin and tack - but - a little tip here 
- I used a water-soluble glue-stick to keep the 
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pieces in place,  much easier than pinning and 
tacking and works well.  As you glue the pieces 
press gently and evenly and they will hold. 
 When done stitch by machine on a small zig-
zag.  You must stitch on the top-side of the 
pieces right round on the right side.  Use the 
matching embroidery thread.  I used white on 
top and blue in the bobbin to match my 
fabric. Then take the stitched cloth and put into 
a basin of hot water (not boiling) this will 
remove the glue. I added a little washing 
powder (10ml/1 t ) to be sure the glue dissolved. 
 It worked instantly!  Gently rinse in cool water. 
 When dry, cut out the fabric at the back of the 
embroidery. Take care not to cut the lace. 
 Gently press using a press-cloth.  Your cloth is 
complete and it really wasn't dificult:-)
